The Julma B. Crawford Memorial Scholarships were established by the Connectional Christian
Debutante-Master Commission for the purpose of assisting CDMC participants with expenses
that they may incure as they choose their career path. The funds for these scholarships will be
administered by the Connectional Christian Debutante-Master Commission of the African
Methodist Episcopal Church.

Eligibility Requirements

1. The applicant must be a member of the African Methodist Episcopal Church and in good
and regular standing.

2. The applicant must been active in the CDMC on the Local, Area, Conference and/or
Episcopal Levels for at least 2 years.

3. Individuals who desire to serve the A.M.E. Church in a leadership capacity.

4. The applicant must have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.

Application Requirements

The applicant must submit the following with the application. If they are not submitted, the
application will not be considered:

A. Official High School or College Transcript

B. Three Letters of Recommendation (1) Pastor of Local Church
(2) Christian Education Director (3) Local, Area, Conference or Episcopal
Debutante-Master Commissioner or Local, Area, Conference or Episcopal YPD
Director (only if there is no DMC Commissioner located in that Episcopal
District)

C. In less than 100 words “How participating in the CDMC has made an impact on
my life.”

Selection Process

Recipients will be selected by a judging committee comprised of members of the Connectional
CDMC. The judges will evaluate eligible students based on academic record, financial need,
reference letters, qualities of leadership and extracurricular activities and accomplishments.
Winners will be announced during the Connectional Christian Debutante-Master Dedication
Ceremony held during the 47" Session of the General Conference. All decisions by the judges
are final. No material will be returned. Applications not completed in its entirety will not be
processed. The applications must be completed and submitted to the Julma B.
